Actions on Distributions

Delete a Distribution (Note: You must disable the distribution before deleting it)

Request syntax:
DELETE /2012-03-15/distribution/<dist ID> HTTP/1.1
Host: cloudfront.amazonaws.com

If-Match: <ETag header value from PUT or GET response>

Response syntax:
204 No Content

Create a Distribution

Request syntax:

POST /2012-03-15/distribution HTTP/1.1
Host: cloudfront.amazonaws.com
